By using the platform, you agree to these terms and conditions and our privacy policy. In these 

terms and conditions, the words "platform" refers to the ARES mobile application, the ARES web 

application, the ARES desktop application and the ARES website together, "we", "us", "our" and 

"ARES" refers to ARES and "you" and "user" refers to you, the ARES user.  

The following terms and conditions apply to your use of the platform. This includes mobile and 

tablet versions, as well as any other version of ARES accessible via desktop, mobile, tablet, social 

media or other devices. 

PLEASE READ THESE CONDITIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE DOWNLOADING AND USING THE 

FUNCTIONALITIES AVAILABLE ON THE PLATFORM.  

 

1. ACCEPTANCE OF TERMS 

By using the platform, you agree to be bound by this agreement. If you do not agree to the terms 

of this agreement, you must not use our platform. We may modify this agreement from time to 

time, and such modification will be effective upon posting on the platform. You agree to be 

bound by any modification of these terms and conditions when you use ARES after the posting 

of such modification; therefore, it is important that you review this agreement regularly. 

By downloading and using the platform, you represent and warrant that you have full right, 

power and authority to enter into this agreement and to fully perform all of your obligations 

hereunder. You further represent and warrant that you are not under any legal incapacity or 

contractual restriction that would prevent you from entering into this agreement. 

 

2. AGE RESTRICTION 

Access to and use of the ARES platform is limited exclusively to users who have reached the age 

of majority, defined as 18 years of age or older. When registering with ARES, users must confirm 

that they meet this minimum age requirement. Any account created by a user under the age of 

18 will be suspended or deleted. It is the user's responsibility to ensure that they comply with

This assistant acts as a unifying 

interface, merging various productivity and workflow management applications into an 

integrated and coherent platform. The main purpose of ARES is to simplify daily tasks, optimize 

time management and improve users' overall efficiency in their digital environment. 

Main functionalities: 

• Task Management: ARES allows users to coordinate and monitor tasks across multiple 

platforms. This includes creating, updating and tracking projects in applications such as 

Trello, Asana or Jira.

This web version allows users to access all ARES 

functionalities from any device with internet access, without the need to download or 

install additional software. This flexibility ensures that ARES is a tool that is always within 

reach, regardless of location or device used. 

• Application for Mobile Devices: Understanding the importance of mobility in today's 

world, ARES will include specific applications for mobile devices with iOS and Android 

operating systems. These applications will be available for download from the Apple App 

Store and Google Play Store, respectively.

Pantheon Technologies is committed to keeping each version of ARES up to date with the latest 

enhancements and functionality. In addition, we offer comprehensive technical support to 

ensure that users can resolve any questions or issues on any platform they choose to use. 

 

6. USAGE RESTRICTIONS 

The ARES platform, developed by Pantheon Technologies, is designed to promote productivity 

and efficient task management in both personal and professional settings. The following are the 

usage restrictions: 

Personal and Individual Professional Use: ARES is designed to accommodate the needs of 

individual users. This includes both personal and professional use within the scope of 

employment or in the realization of personal projects.

The platform uses the following account review measures:  

Automatic Email Verification: When registering with ARES, users must provide a valid email 

address. This address undergoes an automatic verification process, which includes sending a 

verification link to the email address provided to confirm its authenticity and ownership by the 

user. 

Password Security Check: Password security is of utmost importance at ARES. During the 

registration process, the password chosen by the user is automatically evaluated to ensure that 

it meets our security criteria, including length and complexity. ARES implements advanced 

security protocols, so passwords are not stored in plain text, but are encrypted to ensure 

maximum protection.

We offer our users the ease and convenience of OAuth login, allowing the use of existing Google, 

Microsoft and Apple ID accounts to access our platform. This option provides a secure and 

simplified authentication method, avoiding the need to create and remember a new ARES-

specific password. 

By opting into this login method, users authorize ARES to access certain basic information from 

their Google, Microsoft or Apple ID account to verify their identity. However, it is important to 

note that ARES will not have access to these account passwords or any detailed or sensitive 

information stored in these accounts. 

Users should ensure that their Google, Microsoft or Apple ID accounts are protected with 

adequate security measures, as the security of their accounts on these platforms’ rests with 

themselves. ARES is not responsible for security issues arising from the improper use or 

compromise of Google, Microsoft or Apple ID accounts used for login. 

 

11. SUBSCRIPTIONS 

The use of the functionalities available on the platform is available through subscriptions. Each 

subscription can include or unlock different additional functionalities on the platform. Please 

refer to the content of each subscription before obtaining a subscription. 

All ARES subscriptions include a free trial period. During this period, the user will be able to enjoy 

all the benefits of the subscription without incurring any costs. Once the free trial period is over, 

billing will automatically start according to the rate established for the chosen subscription. The 

user is free to cancel the subscription at any time before the end of the trial period to avoid 

charges. 

When a user purchases a subscription, ARES will send a confirmation email. This confirmation 

email will be produced automatically so that the user has confirmation of the payment and the 

start of the subscription. If the user does not receive the email confirmation of purchase and 

subscription initiation, it may have been sent to their spam folder. 

Subscriptions include automatic recurring billing payments according to the type of subscription 

(monthly, quarterly and annual). You authorize ARES to renew your subscription and to make 

periodic and progressive charges on each billing date. The subscription billing date is the date 

on which you purchase the subscription and make the first payment. On the corresponding 

billing date, you will be automatically charged the subscription fee according to the subscription 

selected by the user (monthly or annual billing). The subscription will remain active until you 

cancel it or we terminate it. You must cancel your subscription before it renews to avoid the 



next billing period. We will bill you for the subscription billing fee in the payment method you 

choose during registration and subscription purchase. 

Subscriptions will automatically renew for an additional period unless cancelled prior to the next 

billing period. To cancel subscriptions, users may cancel the subscription through their account 

settings in the billing section or they must submit a cancellation request through our contact 

information and the subscription will be cancelled for the next billing period. If a subscription is 

cancelled, the user will be able to continue using it until the next billing period. 

ARES may change or discontinue the availability of subscriptions at any time at its sole discretion. 

If a subscription purchase is cancelled, the payment made for the subscription will be refunded 

for the applicable billing period.

12. PAYMENTS 

Subscriptions will be paid by the following payment methods: 

• Credit/debit card (Visa, Master, Discover, Amex, Diners, etc.)  

• PayPal 

The corresponding subscription payment will be charged to your credit or debit card or debited 

from your PayPal account upon completion of the subscription payment and registration 

process. The subscription will be activated upon completion of the payment and registration 

process and will be charged on each plan billing date automatically. Once the transaction has 

been processed, we will send an electronic receipt to the user's email address.   

If you find any inconsistencies in your billing, please contact us via our contact details or you can 

make a complaint via the customer service of the relevant payment processor. 

If your card is declined, you will receive an error message. No payment will be charged to your 

card and no order will be processed. There may be a pending transaction on your account until 

your card issuing bank withdraws the authorization. This usually takes 2 to 5 working days. Your 

card may be declined for a number of reasons, such as insufficient funds, AVS (Address 

Verification System) mismatch or you have entered an incorrect security code. 

If your payment is declined, you will need to provide an alternative payment method or provide 

another card on which the payment can be charged and processed. 

Your payment details will be treated and retained securely and for the sole purpose of 

processing the purchase of the subscriptions. ARES reserves the right to engage any payment 

platform available on the market.
